COMM 110, ENGL 110, ENGL 120 or ENGL 125, PSYC 111,
and SOC 110. ENGL 317 Children’s Literature and Media is
recommended.

At least 36 SH of courses at the upper-division level (300-400)
courses are required.

Students are encouraged to take HPER 210 - First Aid and
CPR or complete the training locally to be certified in First Aid/
CPR.
